TROOP 31 CAMPING CHECKLIST
Upon arriving at the EYC house for a campout, each Scout should have:

a $10 bill and 10 $1 bills – to pay the grubmaster

clothes appropriate to campout… if during tick season, pre-spray clothes & socks with Repel (it takes a while to dry, so do it the day before you pack) 
bug spray (strong enough to do the job.  Deep Woods Off, etc. not Skintastic)
toiletries: soap, toothbrush, toothpaste, towel

raingear

bandanna

hat (wool in winter)

watch (essential for Patrol Leader)

pocket knife – sheath knives not permitted

tent (if you don’t have one, no worries, you can use a troop tent)
sleeping bag – in plastic bag inside stuff sack
sleeping pad

water bottle

backpack (you can rent one!)
flashlight

room in your backpack for patrol food
hiking boots

cooking device

matches

knife, fork, spoon & plate, bowl, etc.

Each Patrol Leader should make sure his patrol has:

planning, organization, communication skills!

patrol roster with phone numbers

paper towels

toilet paper in Ziploc bag
newspaper to light fire with

nutri-grain bars

dining fly

food for everyone + any adult guests your patrol is feeding
correct cooking gear, spoons, pots, etc. to cook that food in / with (takes a LOT of thought)
saw

first aid kit

matches in Ziploc bag

rope

hatchet

good cooking knife or two

stove

water purifier 

several trash bags
thin sheet of plastic to cover firewood (painter’s drop cloth is good)

cleaning gear for dishes
partial roll of duct tape
